June 6/20, 9:15—10:30 we take the children to the pool to be evaluated by the lifeguards. The
staff will use the information you provided at registration and your child’s demonstrated
ability in the water to determine the areas of the pool your child may use. If your child does
not attend Summer Fun on 6/20, he/she may come to the pool for the evaluation. Children not
attending will be evaluated on their 1st pool day. Pool begins 6/23 week.

We staff to a ratio of 1:6 for children in grades K-3 and 1:8 for children in grades 4-
5. We have our own lifeguard on staff which accompanies the groups, daily.

Each group will be assigned a time to go to the Mt. Lebanon pool 3 times each week for a 75-
minute period between the hours of 1:00 - 3:45. These pool days are noted below and will be on
the weekly activity calendar.

Please send your child to Summer Fun in their bathing suit on pool days. Please also send a
towel, a change of clothes (including underwear), and any other items your child may need at
the pool (flip flops, goggles, Red Cross Lifeguard approved life jackets, etc.)

Please do not send money for the snack bar. We plan to enjoy the time in the pool.
MLEDP will provide an afternoon snack.

Children will be sun-screened prior to their scheduled pool time, in addition to any outside time
in the sun.
